Meanwhile at the Woodie's DIY / AAI Track & Field Championships of Ireland on the 19th & 20th July 2008 in Santry, Dunleer AC had two athletes in action, with Darragh Greene in the senior 800 metres and Tomás Cotter in the 3,000 metre junior race.  

Darragh was in fine form after his magnificent second place at last weekend’s Cork City Sports when he ran 1.51.  On Saturday, Darragh qualified comfortably in second place in his heat, but in Sunday’s final didn’t quite have the legs to pull off a medal winning performance, running an uncharacteristically slower time of 1.57.  Disappointed this time but maintaining a very high standard of 800 metre running and up there with the best in the country.

In the junior men’s, 3,000 metres the winner was Michael Mulhare of North Laois A.C. in 8.43.90.  Eoin Pierce from Clonliffe Harriers A.C. finished in second in 8.50.37.  Tomas Cotter, age 17 of Dunleer A.C. finished a very competitive 3rd in  8.54.64, a full 6 seconds ahead of the 4th placed athlete.  This was a great achievement for this young athlete and a well deserved junior bronze medal in the wake of his gold at under 19 last weekend in Tullamore when he won the National title in the 1500 metres.
