Dunleer Athletic Club is very proud of their Schools’ Trio, namely Aaron Hanlon, Rory Kirwan and Carl Dunne who competed at the All Ireland Schools’ Track and Field Championships on Saturday June 4th at the stadium in Tullamore for their respective schools, St. Mary’s Diocesan School Drogheda, South East College Newry and St. Joseph’s CBS Drogheda.  

Aaron Hanlon, the current 2010 Cross Country Champion raced to victory in the 800 metres, digging deep on the final bend, running on the outside past his nearest rival and sprinting for home, finishing in 2.01.98 ahead of Rory Clelland from Glengormley High School (2.02.81) and John Cullen Arklow CBS (2.07.14).

Rory Kirwan was in third place going into the last round of the senior boys’ javelin competition and threw a competition best of 51.94 metres to claim the gold medal.  He edged ahead of his nearest rival from Clonmel in the final round showing physical strength and competitiveness, improving in each round.

In his first year at senior boys’ level Carl Dunne used his tactical awareness and speed to stay well in contention for most of his 1500m race, just losing out in the final surge for home, but nevertheless claiming a very creditable 5th place.
