Results from National B Championships 2009 Tullamore

Dunleer AC had a great outing to National B Championships in Tullamore last Sunday with great performances from all team members.
Karen Byrne earned herself a bronze medal in the girls under 13 high jump with a 1.15m jump and a 5th placing in the shot putt with a best putt on the day of 6.34m.  
In the boys under 14 shot putt competition, John Milsom picked up his first National medal with a second place and the silver medal.

In the boys under 16 equivalent, Clubmate Ciarán Connaughton was up against strong competition, with the winning athlete doing the opening lap in 60 seconds.  Ciarán stuck with the chasing group and was very unlucky to miss out on a medal, finishing in 4th place, but he was well pleased with his time, 2 minutes 18 seconds.
