In a field of 110 athletes in this 1500m race, Dunleer AC’s Emma Cheshire ran a very gutsy race taking it out from the gun to win the bronze medal.  Emma’s teammates ran exceptionally well to win Club team gold and they also led the Louth team to gold also, with Aoife Reynolds in 5th place, Seaghna Campbell 6th and Seoda Matthews 15th, and with Erin Orr and Aoife Howard providing much needed support.
The boys under 11 team produced some great team running to finish 4th Club team and help Louth to 4th place in the Inter County competition.  First home in 9th place was Liam Connaughton earning an individual medal.  Liam was backed by Conor Matthews, Kevin Ledwith, Mark Byrne and Ronan Sands.
Others to do very well for Dunleer, winning Leinster medals were Aonghus Meehan 7th individual in the boys under 15, Sarah Haak girls under 17 race silver county team medal and Jack Boylan bronze on the County under 13 boys team.
