Leinster Championships Day 1 – 2009
Dunleer A.C travelled to Wexford for the first round of the Leinster championships on Sunday 25th October. Best individual performances went to Aonghus Meehan in the under 14 boys and Darragh Greene in the Novice men’s event. 

Aonghus followed on from his recent good form to claim 4th in this U/14 Leinster Championship event. He is fresh from winning the Louth Championships CC title under 14, and also the under 14 Drogheda and District Schools’ boys race for his school Coláiste Rís.

In the Novice men’s race Darragh Greene, who had a great season on the track this summer in both National Championships and International races, was clearly working on his stamina, running his first cross country race of the season. Darragh worked his way through the field to finish 4th.  He is no stranger to success at cross country either having featured on Schools’ International teams in the not so distant past.

In the Girls U12 event Dunleer girl Amy Berrill was 4th scorer on the county team finishing 45th out of a field of 131 finishers.   
In the boys under 12 Brendan Haak and Rory Meehan were Dunleer’s well placed finishers.  
In the girls under 14 Kirsty Mc Donnell was well placed helping Louth to 3rd County, while in the boys under 14 Aonghus’ teammates Shane Cheshire, Conor Byrne, Aiden Hoey and Peter Ledwith ran well to finish 8th Club team and 5th County.  
In the U16 Girls race, Jetta Berrill finished a very impressive 13th individual with Clubmate Sarah Haak close behind in 18th.  Jetta and Sarah helped Louth to silver medals in this event, just behind Kilkenny and over 70 points clear of bronze medallists Kildare. 
In the boys under 16 race, Sam Bingham continued his return to form with a 23rd individual placing and 4th scorer on the 6 man Louth team who finished in 4th place.

The Dunleer U18 Team won the team gold in their event with 49 points.  Justin Ferris the team’s 5th man was the hero of the day, passing Mullingar Harrier’s last man to ensure that Dunleer won the team event by 1 point from Mullingar on 50 points. This highlighted the team aspect of cross country running. First home for Dunleer was Carl Dunne in 9th place, closely followed by teammate Aaron Goring in 10th, with Shane Walsh 14th, Norbert Feeney 19th and Justin Ferris following in 22nd.  Craig Reid, dependable as ever, was Dunleer and Louth's 6th man ensuring that Louth also won team silver medals.
