On Saturday April 10th at the Mountain Running Youths trials, two Dunleer AC athletes, Carl Dunne and Shane Walsh, competed in the Junior men’s event at Howth, producing classy performances in this new discipline. 
While Eoghan Totten (Newcastle) the 2009 British and Irish champion recorded a convincing victory in the trials, Michael Treacy and Shaun McCormack (Gowran) followed him in the early stages with newcomer Carl Dunne (Dunleer AC) moving into second place. As the race progressed Dunne gradually narrowed the gap on the leader before it opened up again in the last 600m. Treacy held on for third ahead of a fine run by Shaun McCormack (Gowran). Shane Walsh (Dunleer AC) ran a solid race for fifth ahead of Fintan Doherty (Clonliffe) and newcomer Adam Daly (Mullingar).

The international teams will be selected in the coming week for the European Mountain Running Championships on Saturday 26th June, 2010 in Sauze d'Oulx, Turin, Italy.
