Geraldine Finegan was the first Dunleer AC lady home in 20.55, followed by Sandra Doheny in 21.04 and Jacqueline Matthews in 23.57.  The Dunleer AC ladies were first team in the masters’ section.
In the juvenile races, Dunleer AC’s athletes scored across the board with some fine performances, the youngest being Matthew Fitzpatrick and Donnchadh Boylan in the tiny tots boys’ race.  In the under 7’s there was a powerful sprint from Oisín Cheshire to take first place, with Grace Fitzpatrick taking silver in the girls under 9 race ahead of teammate Katie Doheny in 10th.  Seán Reynolds was 7th in the under 9 boys event, while Aoife Holmes led the Dunleer AC girls home in the under 11 girls race, followed by Nicole Finegan and Sadhbh Boylan.
