Final Days of 2011 National Juvenile Competition in Tullamore

On Saturday, at the Woodie’s DIY juvenile championships in Tullamore Aaron Hanlon followed up his 3000m gold from two weeks ago at the same venue, with a bronze in the 1500m under 17 race, in 4.04.50.  The winner Shane Fitzimons of Mullingar Harriers had a finishing time of 4.00.60, a time Aaron has beaten recently, showing that Aaron was by no means out of his depth.  Conor Faulkner also under 17 enjoyed a great javelin competition at National level finishing 7th, with a best throw of 37.16m, while Sheriff Adegoke was 4th in his 200m sprint heat under 19, and Shane Walsh finished in a fine 5th position in the boys under 19 1500m in 4.15.45, finishing off day 3 of the National Championships.
On Sunday it was the turn of the under 12 girls relay team to do their All Ireland 4 x 100m.  The team had finished 3rd in Leinster and had undergone some serious baton changing practise which paid off as they qualified for the final, taking 3rd in their heat and beating both teams who had beaten them in Leinster.  The girls lined up for the final with Erin Orr on the first leg, Niamh O Connor 2nd leg, Seoda Matthews 3rd and Aoife Reynolds anchor leg, and Aoife Holmes standing by as sub.  Flawless baton changes helped the girls to a swift 60.21 but out of reach of the medallists on this occasion finishing in 8th place in the final.
