At the Senior & Masters’ Leinster Championships in Tullamore on Sunday June 6th, Dunleer AC had 7 athletes in action and came home with a grand total of 20 medals.
Earl Taylor was impressive across the board winning 6 medals in the over 60 section, with gold at 100mHurdles, 300m Hurdles, 100m and javelin, plus bronze at shot putt and discus.

Fintan Reilly in his first outing for Dunleer AC won at both 800m and 1500m in the over 35 section.  Club mate Malachy Campbell was a silver medallist at both 100m and 200m in the over 40 section, while Micheál Mulligan was a bronze medallist at both 800m and 5,000m over 50.  Sheriff Adegoke competed in the hurdles events, running over 110m Hurdles for the first time and achieving 5th position in this senior competition.  He went on to achieve 5th also in the gruelling 400m hurdles.  Mark Garland also finished just out of the medals in the senior 200m and 400m.  The Dunleer AC senior men were rewarded with gold in the senior men’s 4 x 100m relay with Malachy Campbell, Fintan Reilly, Sheriff Adegoke and Mark Garland.
In the ladies’ events newcomer Deirdre Duffy teamed up with Mary O Brien to win 4 medals between them, with Mary achieving gold in both the 800m and 1500m over 50 and Deirdre placing 3rd in the senior ladies shot and 2nd in the 400m.

A great day’s work for the Dunleer AC athletes and all will be looking forward to contesting the Louth Senior and Masters’ Championships at Bush in July.
